        Viagra… What is it… How does it work… What are the effects on the body…. And what are the effects of it biologically? These are all common questions asked by Americans… especially the older males that have erectile dysfunction.   These are simple questions that can be answered easily and will be answered as you read on.

            First we should start with erectile dysfunction.  Erectile dysfunction is the scientific name for not being able to get or maintain an erection.
